whilst others stay back as loyal citizens, but very
much uncertain of their future and a fear on to
what might happen to them when they have
exhausted their redundancy payment.

I think the future of these people is not 1s
bleak as they imagine. Malthus feared that the
population explosion with no corresponding in-
crease in the world food production would cause
mass death due to starvation. Events, of course,
proved him wrong. T believe the Malayalees who
fear prolonged unemployment and possibly star-
vation would find themselves to have had un-
founded fears. Temporary unemployment and
their distressing consequences are not peculiar to
only one race. Look around othsr communities.
It you live close to them you will learn the truth
that occasional or sometimes even prolonged hard-
ships exist in all communities and in all nations
including the wealthy powerful and resourceful
America.

The Singapore Malayalees and I would say
all other minority communities as well should
learn to adjust themselves to changing facts of
life. Skilled workers are bound to be employed
probably may not be with the salary they drew
when they left their previous employment. Ac-
cept what you get and I am sure you will regain
your economic balance. White collar workers
must be willing and prepared to turn to and
accept other jobs. Do not be shy of your age
or doubt your capacity to learn new jobs. If
you have the will you will succeed.

I call upon you to make this your Onam-
resolution and that will lay the foundation to
perpetuate our own celebration in Singapore.
What we need is a forward psychology. *°

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It is necessary to start with a note of caution.
‘This is not an essay in the interpretation of the
works and personality of Rabindranath Tagore.
I leave that to the experts, whose business it is
to discuss such matters. This claims to be no
more than the entirely personal reflections of a
lover of the poet.

Moments of truth are either extremely rare
or non-existent in the lives of individuals as well
as of nations. We are the heirs of a collective
stupidity, driven by a collective lunacy towards
a collective suicide. At least that is what the
saints, both ancient and modern, have been tell-
ing us. Two world wars in the same century,
and every sign of an approaching Armageddon,
make at least some people question with a sense
of agonising urgency (and helpless frustration)
the foundations of modern civillzation. In the
name of freedom, or of political, social or econo-
mic equality, men denounce, maim or kill each
other all over the world. Highly desirable ends
are advanced in order to justify cruel and into-
lerant means. The lusts for personal. social or
political power advance their aims under cover
a variety of civilized disguises.

~ Certainly many things are wrong in society
and need to be rectified in the interest of justice.
Poverty and economic inequality are things which
ultimately exact a ghastly social revenge. But
how good as individuals are those who seek loudly
to do good? Rabindranath Tagore had this to
say about equality — “Irreproachable ideal. Only
one doesn’t feel so sure when the Messiahs pro-
claim from housetops that the way of perfect love
lies through unrelenting intolerance and mur-
derous hatred.”

The relevance of Rabindranath Tagore’s
teachings to the present world situation lies pre-
cisely in this — that he was one of the very few
great men of our time and age who recognized
that the most vaunted social, political, cultural,

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economic or national ideals are just so much eye-
wash unless the individuals and groups responsible
for the realization of these ideals are themselves
worthy human beings, who respect the dignity,
freedom and creativity of the human spirit, and
who never allow their love and compassion for
their fellow-men to be overpowered by cruelty
and hatred. For, in the words of Tagore, “Man
is worse than an animal when he is an animal.”

“In order to do good, one must BE good,”
is so basic and fundamental a proposition that
it should be immediately and abundantly obvious
to anyone who cares to stop and think about the
maladies of our time. The brute fact, however,
is that very few care to ponder over the truth of
this simple but basic proposition.

The effect of Tagore on our times has been
that of a good and noble spirit whom practically
everybody professes to revere but whom practi-
cally nobody follows. The tributes we pay to the
qualities and achievements of the great are a silent
indictment of our own inadequacies and incapa-
cities. Nonetheless, the world has been left the
richer by Tagore. '

“This song of mine will touch your forehead

like a kiss of blessing,” — he sang to a child.
These words describe the effect of his works and
his personality.

The following verse of Tagore, called “The
Child Angel! fittingly describe the poet himself,
and the influence he left behind.

“They clamour and fight, they doubt and des-
pair, they know no end fo their wranglings.

Let your life come amongst them like a
flame of light, my child, unflickering and
pure, and delight them into silence.

They are cruel in their greed and envy,
their words are like hidden knives thirsting
for blood.

Go and stand amidst their scrowling hearts,
my child, and let your gentle eyes fall upon
them like the forgiving peace of the evening
over the strife of the day.

Let them see your face, my child, and thus
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know the meaning of all things; let them love
you and thus love each other.”

And like his Child Angel, Rabindranath left
a gentle benediction on all that he touched. And
because they loved him, people also loved each
other.

The ascetic denial and renunciation of life
which runs through much of Indian tradition had
no appeal for Tagore. On the contrary, he de-
lighted in a glad affirmation of life in its varie-
gated and multi-coloured forms, shapes and moods.
“Deliverance is not for me in renunciation,” he
wrote. “I feel the embrace of freedom in a thousand
bonds of delight.”

Again in “Sannyasi”, he makes his hermit say
in the memorable last scene of the play, “Let my
vows of Sannyasi go. I break my staff and my
alms-bowl. This stately ship, this world, which is
crossing the sea of time — let it take me up
again, let me join once more the pilgrims.”

And in “Sharps and Flats” is the declara-

tion—

“This world is sweet. I do not want to
die.

I wish to dwell in the ever-living life of

Man.”

Tagore’s chief gift to the world, judged as
teacher rather than as poet, has been his poise
and calm of spirit, born of a discipline of fearless
and selfless detachment. Thus it is that his poems
possess a strange power to heal and help. Tagore
might have said of himself, in the words of Anti-
gone, “I was made for love and not for hate.”

We look upon the world with eyes of oppor-
tunistic greed, envy or covetousness. Our attitude
to beauty and other fine products of the human
spirit in its age-long travail, reveals the poverty
of our crabbed and narrow selves. For we tend
to look upon these things as existing purely for
show and for selfish gratification. Their intrinsic
worth, their essential meaning and hidden pur-
port, the spiritual tribulations and triumphs they
represent, are all lost to us in our day-to-day
preoccupations. Even the pure and noble vision
of the brotherhood of man has become for us
only a passionless political platitude, a fashion-
able slogan. And therefore it happens that it is
with a sense of guilt, and an upsurge of compul-
sive answering sympathy, that we read a writer
like Tagore and come across lines like the follow-
ing:—

“Nasi Biryani” Stall organised by Women Section of the Association at “I19th
international Bazar for the blind.”
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“Qur society exists to remind us, through
its various voices, that the ultimate truth in
man is not in his intellect or his possessions;
it is in his illumination of mind, in his ex-
tension of sympathy across all barriers of
caste and colour; in his recognition of the
world, not merely as a storehouse of power,
but as a habitation of man’s spirit, with its
eternal music of beauty and its inmer light
of the divine presence.”

Tagore’s best poems are coloured by the
deeply religious tradition of his people. The
Vedas, the Upanishads and the Gita reiterate
their ancient themes and values through his lips.
But even the most agnostic or atheistic of us can-
not fail to be touched again and again by the
psychological relevance of his perceptions and
observations. We seem to recapture with a start
of surprise the forgotten and scattered moments
of illumination in our delirious lives when we
come across lines like the following:—

...... entering my heart unbidden even
as one of the common crowd, unknown
to me, my king, thou didst press the signet
of eternity upon many a fleeting moment
of my life...... -

But his was a spirituality which brought him
close to the hearts of the vast masses of his peo-
ple, and especially of the toilers in the fields and
rivers of his native Bengal. It is no wonder,
then, that the poor people of Bengal, from
bullock-cart drivers to boatmen on the Ganges,
still hum his tunes with gladness. For did he
not give the toilers of his land the place of
honour at the feet of the Divinity which he
worshipped?

“Here is thy footstool and there rest thy
feet where live the poorest, and lowliest
and lost.

Pride can never approach to where thou
walkest in the clothes of the humble among
the poorest, and lowliest and lost.

My heart can never find its way to where
thou keepest company with the companion-

less among the poorest, the lowliest, and
the lost.”

Rabindra nath was also a patriot, who loved
his country deeply. But never was there a more
merciless critic of the foibles and inadequacies
of his countrymen than Tagore. His greater

loyalty was always reserved for the brotherhood
of men the world over.

On a number of occasions, he made startling-
Iy effective appearances in public life, as when
he led the agitation against the Partition of Bengal
in 1910, when he renounced his knighthood after
the Amritsar massacre and gave expression to In-
dian indignation, and when, from his death-bed,
in the last moments of his life, he penned a
spirit-stirring denunciation of British imperialism
in India.

In the words of Mahalanobis, one of his
biographers, he believed in protesting against
injustice in the name of humanity, not in the hope

of gaining concessions or as a political weapon
or to create race-feeling, but simply because it

was a fundamental moral duty.
Tagore himself belongs to the Ages, securely
ensconsed in the ranks of the Immortals.
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During the span of his political life Mohan-
das Karamchand Gandhi dedicated himself to a
set of ideais and evolved a philosophy that has
been labelled by politicians and historians as
‘Gandhism’.

He dominated the Indian political scene
until his death in 1948. He was politician and
Mahatma at the same time — a shrewdly planned
combination of roles. The politician swore to
restore ‘Ramrajya’ in India. The Mahatma
wanted a society based on mutual love and he
was such an idealist that he saw an order where
the rich would be the trustees of the poor.

But there were other forces at work within
Congress and within the movement for indepen-
dence. Jawaharlal Nehru and other liberals gave
a different dimension to the mevement: Gandhi’s
ideas were often modified to fit in with political
realities. As with many political moevements,
the father figure is a convenient rallying peint.
After a while that figure fades away from the
scene and a new breed of men armed with a new
ideglggy take over.

Poday, in India 23 years after Gandhi’s
demise, traces of Gandhism remain but Gand-
hism s no more a force.

Gandhism as a Political Thesis

What is Gandhism? Tt is not intriguing as
it might appear to some; vague, yes. Gandhi
had ‘his own views on many problems but they
were all semi — mystical and idealistic in con-
tent. ‘To state his basic premises: My uniferm
experience has cenvinced me that there is ne
other (God than Truth. And if every page of
these chapters dees not proclaim to the reader
that ithe only means for the realization of ‘Truth
is Ahimsa, I shall deem all my labour in writing
these chapters to have been in vain.”

This terse, almost Keatsian exposition of his
mission in life appears in Gandhi’s autobiography
“My Experiments with Truth”.

Ahimsa, roughly translated means non-vio-
lence. It was the foundation on which Gandhi
erected his whole political philosophy. His can-
cept of Ahimsa pervaded everything that he did.
If the more ardent of his followers expressed
their anger against the authorities in less non-
voilent form, Gandhi would be very upset. Often
he would go on one of his fasts. His fasts were
a political device which he used to scttle diffe-
rences between the Hindus and the Muslims,
to obtain the approval of the British authorities
for some proposals he had and to thwart attempts
by the more militant to intensify the struggle for
liberation.

Two Views On Gandhi

Namboodiripad, the former Chief Minister
of Kerala, wrote a very revealing book, “The
Mahatma and The Ism”, where he discusses the
tactics and techniques of Gandhian political agi-
tation. Of course, the book analyses Gandhism
from a certain political angle. But it is an
objective account of the Mahatma because
Namboodiripad was himself once a disciple of
Gandhi.

Gandhi, according te Namboodiripad did
not view history or the struggle for national
liberation along class or economic lines. To him
all Indians shared the same destiny, because,
to him they all suffered the same oppression.
Hence his oppesition to Indian workers striking
against Indian capitalists. Of course there were

the patriotic rich but as history has repeatedly.

shown where it is the oppressed and the poor
who are interested in bringing about change, the
rich have always clung to the status quo.

In ‘his autobiography, Nehru is more or less
of the same opinion as Namboodiripad. Neru
in a way was the antithesis of Gandhi. He was
urbane, dynamic and progressive. Commenting
on Gandhi’s philosophy of Ahimsa, Nehru says:—

“The non-violent method, in order to justify
itself, must be dynamic and capable of changing
a regime or social order. Whether it can do so




or not I do not know. It can, I think, carry
us a long way, but I doubt if it can take us to
the final goal. In any event some form of coer-
cion seems to be inevitable for people who hold
power and privilege do not give them up till
they are forced to do so, or till conditions are
created which make it more harmful to them
to keep these privileges than to give them up.
The present conflicts in society national as well
as class conflicts, can never be resolved except
by coercion...”

Gandhi had some very quaint ideas on other
matters as well. He was everything that today’s
political agitator is not. There was always a
harking back to an idyllic past in Gandhi. In-
dustrialisation, according to Gandhi is a “curse
for mankind. Exploitation of one mnation by
another cannot go on for all time. Industrialism
depends entirely on your capacity to exploit, on
foreign markets being open to you, and on the
absence of competitors.........

In fact, India, when it begins to exploit
other nations — as it must if it becomes indus-
trialised — will be a curse for other nations,
a menace to the world. And why should T
think of industrialising India to exploit other
nations.” (Young India, 12th Nov. 1931 as quoted
in Segal, ‘Crisis of India’).

Gandhi and India To-day

India celebrated her 24th year of indepen-
dence this year. Have Gandhi’s dreams come
true? His India of self-contained villages acting
as dynamoes of a vibrant nation, a nation where
there is no exploitation, no caste distinction, or
religious discrimination, still remains what it was,
— an ideal. Some of his cherished ideals have
been disowned by the more militant. Some have
not been achieved because the forces that obstruct
change and progress are still strong.

Gandhi wanted India to be a model to the
world, a medium through which “International
relations will be placed on a moral basis”. In
the early fifties, India emerged as the articulate
and bold voice of the yet unaligned in a world
that was caught in the deathly grip of the cold
war.

Her role in the U.N., at Bandung, resolving
problems between nations are well-known, and
she emerged as the conscience-keeper of the
world. But soon, she too was caught in the
web of power politics. - Other nations, more
consistent, with greater moral vigour have re-
placed the erstwhile conscience-keeper.

Economically, Gandhi’s or for that matter
socialist Nehru’s, prescriptions, have not cured

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India’s ills. Unemployment, illiteracy, disease,
economic exploitation, regionalism and racism
still abound. Her foreign debts are staggering
and her border wars with China and Pakistan
have bled her at very tender spots.

One writer, Ronald Segal in his “Crisis of
India” has made a pentrating study of the pro-
blems that beset India. He refers to the forces
that are at work and arrives at some very dis-
turbing conclusions. He compares India to
Kuomintang China in its last stages of collapse
with all that such a comparison implies. The
destiny of India now lies in the hands of persons
that Gandhi would never have dreamt of entrust-
ing to. To quote Segal:—

“More and more it is the businessmen who
deserve to be called the ultimate rulers of India
todayis They are the heirs to the priests,
the princes and the landlords who traditionally
stood at the apex of Indian society and have
lost so much of their power and prestige.........
the businessman is more a speculator than a
builder, a pirate rather than a pioneer.........
He is an empire builder with the vision of a
chartered accountant and a chartered accountant
skilled at cooking his books. The greater his
power, the smaller are the uses to which he puts
it. And it is he who governs the mood of the
new raj.”

The Future of Gandhism

A portrait of Gandhi hangs from the wall
in my sitting room. Gandhi remains a house-
hold name in many Indian homes. He has been
the political mentor to many. The late Reverend
Martin Luther King was a disciple of Gandhi. His
tactics are adopted all over the world where
men are groping towards a form of struggle that
will overthrow the yoke of exploitation and
oppression. Demonstrations like the famous
squat — in outside the Pentagon., the Alder-
maston marchers in England, the sit-in outside
our very own Changi Jail have a Gandhian touch
about them. They are non-voilent in form but
the participants are not even remotely adherents
of Gandhism,

For there is a growing disenchantment with
the ideals of earlier generations, Rev. King
tried to take the Gandhian road but the fact

that the more militant leaders now control the
movement for Black liberation shows, as Paul

Sweezy says in his “Monopoly Capital”, the irre-
levance of the pacifist approach in a context
where violence is part of the system.
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For the Gandhian creed can only thrive
in a world where humanism and justice are not
mere words but treasured values. Gandhi named
imperialism and fascism among the causes of
war. These have not been removed from our
midst. Both these evils still haunt us. But man
has begun to wage war against them.

That even in India, home of Gandhism,
there is a turning away from Ahimsa is evident.
I wonder what Gandhi would have remarked
if he was alive today and heard of the Bengal
police storming a legislature and beating up the
elected representatives of the people.

No solution, no particular form or style of
political struggle is true and valid for all times.
We are in an age where man is reaching out
for the stars. But poverty, disease and other
social evils remain with us. Political subjugation
for economic purposes is not something of the
Mercantilist era. It is true of mid-Twentieth
century Afro-Asia and Latin America.

But Gandhism has not lost all its appeal.
The abolition of religions and cultural distinc-
tions, an ethical basis to political conduct still
retain their validity. Gandhism minus the paci-
fistic, religious trappings would still prove a
potent force. But there is a need to grasp the
essentials of a problem before devising means
to overcome the problem. Well-meaning Gand-
hians like Vinobha Bhave only work on the
periphery. They do not. plunge -into the very
depths of problems. This often misleads and
people forget about the actual reason for their
miseries

Often it is the inaction of the so-called
leaders that prolongs the misery; sometimes the
adoption of wrong methods would bring about
negative results. But Gandhi never underesti-
mated the need to strive and struggle, to find
a new horizon, To him it was a sin to remain
idle as it was a sin to be involved in futile
pursuits. It will be appropriate to conclude by
quoting a verse from the Gita which Gandhi
himself always refer to:—

...... this is better, that one do

His own task as he may, even though be fail,

Than take tasks not his own, though they
seem good

To die performing duty is no ill;

But who seeks other roads shall wander still.”

UNIVERSALITY OF
INDIAN PHILOSOPHY

India’s unique

By

contribution to the oneness of religion — the religion of love.

(K. N. NAIR)

India had the rare distinction of being con-
sidered by many foreigners as a mystic land,
a charming mixture of the old and the new, a
land of Yogis and ancient temples, and of lush
forests. Vedanta, expounded by ancient philo-
sophers (as universal religion), had always made
an abiding appeal to the philosophers of the
world, because it teaches principles and not
persons. A.C. Bouquet writing on comparative
religions found that India in particular furnishes
within its limits examples of every conceivable
type of attempt at the solution of the religious
problems. India is the nursery of the great
faiths of the world.

Ramakrishna Paramahamsa was known as
the prophet of harmony of all religions. From
actual experience Ramakrishna came to know
that the goal of every religion is the same. The
acceptance of the fundamental unity of all re-
ligion is a leading feature of Indian thought —
this is evident in the writings and speeches
of Swami Vivekananda, Rabindranath Tagore,
Igbal, Mahatma Gandhi, Kabir and Sree Nara-
yana Guru. Love and brotherhood are the
highest religion. Religion is essential and it
alone can make life sweet and pure. Religion
is after all the manifestation of divinity already
in man. After the parliament of religions at
Chicago was OVer, some oOne was asked why
Vivekananda, an obscure monk from India who
had written no learned paper and who carried
no recommendations made such a profound im-
pression on the audience. The answer was “be-
cause while every other delegate spoke of the
God of his own religion, Vivikananda alone
spoke of the God of all”. This remark is a
simple and spontaneous tribute to the universality
of Vivekananda’s thought on religion. Religions
vary in many important details. Analysing the
differences between the major religions of the
world from the point of view of mythology, ritual.
social values and even philosophic tradition,
Vivekananda asserted that they were mo bar to
the spiritual integration of mankind. God is like
the water that fills vessels of different shapes
and colours. Yet he is one. He is God in every
case. Bigotism,dogmatism and the lack of aware-
ness of the spiritual basis of life are the only
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barriets to religious unity in the world., Swamy
Vivekananda the chief disciple of Ramakrishna
Paramahamsa carried this message of harmony
and catholicity of all religions as expounded by
his master to various parts of the world. To
proclaim and make clear the fundamental unity
underlying all religions was the mission of my
master, says Vivekananda. According to the
Swamiji, religion is a science which deals withi
the truths of moral and metaphysical world and
seeks the grand laws of the inner nature of man,
just as natural science inquires into the laws
of the physical world. The religion of the future
as envisaged by Swamiji is a state when science
and religion will meet and shake hands, poetry
and philosophy will become friends.

“Religion without science is blind
Science without religion is lame™
— Albert Einstein

The central aim of Tagore’s philosophy was
to synthesise the elements of the highest .worth
in every religion and philosophical tradition to
soften the edges and fashion a creative middle
path between contending points of view and
to mediate between extremes. Tagore 1S the
supreme reconciler, harmoniser and peacemaker
in the domain of religious concepts. Tagore was
a perfect example of the harmonious man. _Hc
seems to have been guided from the very beginn-
ing by a direct unquestioning vision which led
him to a philosophy of universal wholeness or
unity: To Tagore as to Kant God is an axio-
matic reality rooted in our practical life: “We
feel God as we feel light’. He regards the life
of a man as a constant search for the infinite:

«] hunt for the Golden stag
I run across hill and dale
I wander through nameless lands

because I am hunting for the Golden

stag.”

Revolution in religion indicated Dby Ram

Mohan Roy and Bankim Chatterji inﬂuence,d

and moulded to a considerable extent Tagores
thoughts.
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Like Tagore, Igbal harmonised his great
artistic powers towards the formulation of a
basically spiritual and forward looking universal
view. The fundamental values of Islam have
a universal validity. It is significant that the
two great poet philosophers Igbal and Tagore
of modern India should have looked at reality
and human life from basically the same point
of view. Hence the view of both are humanistic
in the most comprehensive sense of the term.

Religion as distinct from particular religions
is a powerful force for unity says Dr. Radha-
krishnan. When we dispute over dogmas, we
are divided but when we take to the religious
life of contemplation we are brought together.
Dr. Radhakrishnan has tried to show that systems
of philosophy in the East and West are not
as divergent as they appear to be. In his Upton
lectures at Oxford Dr. Radhakrishnan contended
that Hinduism is not a rigid set of doctrines but
a way of life, an attribute distinguished by its
tolerance sympathy and breadth of vision.

Mahatma Gandhi represents the traditional,
religious point of view in aesthetics as in social
thought. The essence of religion according to
him is truth. When Gandhiji says God is even
the atheism of the atheist, he simply means God
is to be realised by each person in his own con-
science, in his own inner most thought. Unity
of thought and action have always characterised
Indian philosophy. Ram Mohan Roy extended
India’s consciousness in time and space. He
has been described as the first earnest minded
investigator of the science of comparative reli-
gions of the world. He was so much ahead
of his time, that he seriously comtemplated a
universal religion which would one day be
accepted by the whole mankind. ‘Faith in the
unity of reality’ may be called by the name of
God or by any other name according to Ram
Moham Roy. It is the idea of a universal religion
on which Ram Mohan Roy erected Brahma
Samaj.

A life of religion does not consist either
in a rigid conformity to dogmatic rules or a strict
imitation of past models but in the practice of
goodness. St John of the cross says, “The soul
must be emptied from all that its own powers
are! ‘capable fof i It must be in darkness
like a blind man. Who shall hinder God doing
his own will in a soul that is resigned, detached
and self-annihilated. God is love and he that
abideth in love, abideth in God and God abideth
in him.” “O God whether Allah or Ram, I
live by thy name” sang Kabir, the son of a
Muslim weaver. The voice of the sages of
Himalayas, the voice that came to the semitic
races, the voice that spoke through Budha and
other spiritual giants, the message was ‘peace
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be unto you and to all religions’. It is not a
message of antagonism, but a message of love,
for one united religion. Sree Narayana Guru
at a later date repeated the same message, “one
human race, one religion and one God”. All
religions are working for the good of mankind.
They are not contradictory, rather they are
supplementary. If philosophers speak of univer-
sal religion, it gives food for reflection and the
scope to make adjustments. Man’s spiritual
struggle is represented by various religions. Little
brains make arrogant claims of knowing the
whole of God’s infinite truth. It shows how vain
human beings are. Each religion represents a
great truth, a particular excellence, something
which is its soul. Unity in variety is the Man
of the universe. If it is true that God is the
centre of all religions and that each of us is mov-
ing towards Him along one of the radii then

it is certain that all of us must reach that centre,
and at the centre where all the radii meet, all
our differences will cease. The form of religion
may be different, but the craving for the supreme
can not die. To quote from the Upanishads
“He who is one and who dispenses the inherent

needs of all people at all times, who is in the
beginning and the end of all things, may He

unite us with the bond of good will.”

The music and dances of Kerala have pecu-
larities of their own. However the music and
dances of India outside Kerala have enriched the
musical and dance traditions of Kerala. Many
of the indigenous art {raditions of Kerala, have
retained their individuality, though.

All the art forms of Kerala, like those of
India in general are closely associated with rituals
and temple festivals.

“All that grace and colour which transmutes
mere existence into life. — in a word, art, may
be said to have arisen out of religion. Sculpture
had its origin in idol making; poetry in prayer,
drama in telling legends; and dancng in the sea-
sonal worship of the Gods.”

— Lewis Browne.

The above description of art fits word for
word, the art traditions of India in general and
Kerala as well. Music, poetry and dancing are
expressions of the same inspiration and these
three elements have played an important part in
the development of religion and culture in Ke-
rala. Although a powerful and rich instrumental
music developed in India and thus also in Kerala
vocal music still plays an important part in her
musical traditions. The unity of the three ele-
ments — music, poetry, and dancing gave rise to
well developed systems of dramatic art and dance
dramas. All these art forms grew around the
Indian epics, Ramayana, Mahabharatha, and the
religious texts of Dravidians and Aryans. Kerala
music, dances and even literature have liberally
absorbed ideas from Dravidian and Aryan cul-
tures and created interesting novelties.

Carnatic music, the Raga Sangitham of India
has migrated to Kerala and has been impercept-
ably absorbed and cultivated and in fact it has
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it is the experience of:a nation’s character at the same time,

eclipsed the indigenous music, which has less
sophisticated and refined techniques. ~Carnatic
music of the South has' become the dominant
music form of Kerala today. The musical element
in Kathakali, the purely indigenous dance play
of Kerala, is a synthesis of the music of Kerala
embellished by the Raga element of the Carnatic
system, North Indian music and dances also
have recently found an important place in the
social fabric especially in the movie films -of
Kerala. :

‘Music and dance of India have an ancient
history. Raga Sangitham or the Music of India
is melodious, rhythmic creative and rich in im-
provisation. Melody is the basis of Raga. All
the Asian systems of music — Chinese, Indian,
Indonesian, Malay, Thai, Cambodian, and Arab
—have melody as their basis for embellishments.
Arab and Persian music influenced the religious
Carnatic (Dravidian) music and gave it a little
secular orientation and gave rise to the North
Indian music of today. It has two elements the
religious and secular. ‘Rhythm,” is the seat of
the complex and precise mathematical system of;
beats (Thala). Common to the music of India,
the musical instruments also have a unique sing-
ing quality and a scientific precision. Solo vocal
music supported by appropriate accompanying
instruments still dominates the musical recitals
of India as well as Kerala. The rich heritage
of the dances of India have a long history of
evolution of progress retaining its original reli-
gious and spiritual message especially in the
Bharatha Natyam and other forms though Bha-
ratha Natyam secularly modified assumed  the
form of Kathak, which originated in the Moghul
courts. }

Though Kerala has very much absorbed the
music and dance forms of South India she can
still boast of some well defined art forms which
include dances, music, painting, architecture,
jewellery, which are individualistic.

Some of the more common form of music
and dance are outlined here. Kathakali had its
origin under the patronage of the Raja of Kotta-
rakara (in South Kerala) but later various authors
contributed about more than one hundred plays.
It is a speciality of Kerala and marks the culmi-
nation of a long process of evolution during which
the various histrionic arts of Kerala gave Tise

' to this composite art. It has very few parallels
in respect of the refinement, precision, grace and



techniques. Though it is a unique contribution
to the art forms of Asia it was once condemned
as an archaic art form by many westerners and
even non Keralite Indians, Kathakali received
even international acclaim during the last two
decades, when Vallathol Narayana Menon, Poet
Laureate of Kerala founded Kerala Kalaman-
dalam in 1930 and trained teams of experts and
presented Kathakali recitals in world capitals,
sponsored by cultural missions. Singapore also
had the good fortune of witnessing Kathakali
since 1954,

Kathakali, in a wider sense symbolises a
happy synthesis of the Aryan and Dravidian art,
cultural and literary traditions, [In shaping its
techniques Kathakali had liberally assimilated
the elements of dances and dramas of the Aryan
and Dravidian arts into those of Kerala. In
common with Bharatha Natyam, the recital of
Kathakali needs two main elements; the orchestra
and the actors. The orchestra includes two large
drums (Chenda and Maddalam), two medium
sized heavy bronze cymbals (Elatalam) and a
heavy gong (Chengala), beaten by a stick. The
Chenda is beaten with two curved sticks only
on one side. The Maddalam is played on both

sides with fingers. A Conch (Sankhu) is blown
only to announce the appearance of Godly
characters on the stage. The drums, the cymbals,
and the gong, though noisy, form a harmonious

combination played in unison to provide a com-
plex system of permutations and combinations
of rythms (Talam) to accompany the dance,
performed chiefly by the movements of the body
and the limbs. The musical element consists
of songs, the rhythmic compositions, and short
poems (slokams), in Malayalam, The interpret-
ing part, (the Abhinayam) the essential element

as Navarasa (9 moods) the furious, the frightful,
the erotic, the heroic, the comic or contemptous,
the pathetic or merciful, the wonderful, the repul-
sive, and the meditative or contemplative. 1In
Kathakali the actor is able lo translate any idea
conveyed by the song, which constitutes the dia-
logue, through the language of the movements
of the hand (Hastamudras of which there are
470 composed out of 27 basic or root signs),
gestures and facial expressions. A combination
of hand signs, gestures, and facial expressions
could also be used to interpret abstract concepts
like human qualities and virtues, themes and
episodes, and concrete objects like a bee sucking
honey or a monkey climbing a tree with realistic
precision, The interpreting part has two ele-
ments: Angikam and Vachikom. Vachikom is
the music and the poetry. Angikom is the dance

and other movements of the body and limbs,
which is supplemented by the expression of the




mind (Satvikam) and the external means (Har-
following the ryhthmic beats of the drums the
the ecymbals and the gong. Vachikom is taken
over by two musicians, the chief musician (Pon-
nani) who also plays the gong (Chengla) for the
rhythm and a supporting singer (Sinkidi), who
plays the cymbals (Elathalam) both these musi-
cians guiding the drums to follow the complex
tempo of the rhythm (Thalam) provided by the
cymbals and the gong. Incidentally, in broad
principles the orchestra of the Chinese Wayafg
produces more or less similar kind of notes as
both the dance drama systems employ drums
and gongs though they differ in the details of
construction and the mode of playing. The
Chinese Wayang also uses the Chinese violin
and the Harp to support the songs sung by the
actors as part of the dialogues. One main diffe-
rence between the two systems the Wayang and
the Kathakali is that in the latter the actor uses
only signs and gestures (Angikom) and the dia-
logue (Vachikom) is suppressed, which in the
Chinese Wayang is performed by the actors in
the form of song as well as dialogues, supported
by the hand signs, gestures and facial expressions
and movements of the foot. This explains why
in Kathakali the hand signs and facials expres-
sions and gestures are more elaborate than in the
Wayang where the actors employ both prose
and songs for the dialogues.

The actors have an elaborate make up, each
type representing different types of human per-
sonality (God, Saint, Human-man, animal man
and animals), all taken from the Hindu religious
books and the epics. The plays are staged at
night in an open courtyard, sheltered by a
thatched roof or a turpolin roof (compare the
Chinese Wayang) which though crude is acousti-
cally adjusted to prevent the echo of the loud
vibrating drums and the gongs. Today there are
suitable halls, which are acoustically adjusted to
accommodate the loud noisy instruments of the
orchestra of the ancient systems of the art. A
brief survey of some other music and dance forms
and instrumental accompaniments might be of
interest. The drum (Chenda) pecular to Kerata,
a pair of heavy medium seized cymbals (Elatha-
lam), a semicircular horn made of bronze (Kombu)
and a horn like flute (Kuzhal) form a noisy
combination usually played at temple festivals.
This is the recital of the drum (Chendamalom).
This is not found anywhere else in India though
modified versions of the drum are found in
Indonesian Wayang. The ensemble of five in-
struments (Panchavadyam) is played at temple
festivals. This is a harmonious and mathemati-

cally precise combination of five different types
of instruments, Idaka — a small drum with sing-
ing qualities, Kombu — a semicircular horn
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made of Bronze, Maddalam — a large drum
both sides played by the fingers, Timila — a
long hour glass shaped drum, played by fingers,
Elatalam — a pair of medium seized heavy
cymbals, and Conch — the sixth one blown
periodically during the recital of Panchavadyam.

There are other local folk songs, like Kani-
yan pattu (Astrologe’s song) accompanied by a
small drum (Uduku) with singing quality com-
parable to the Idaka, Velan Praviti, a duet song
also accompanied by a small drum, Kuravarkali
(a dance form of Kuravar) and Sarpam pattu
(Serpent song) or Pullavan pattu (song of Pullavan)
to the accompaniment of a crude type of a large
one stringed violin formed out of a mud pot.
These are pure and simple unsophisticated type
of folk songs, some of them purely indigenous
while others originated in South India, outside
Kerala.

Some minor forms of dances i1elated to
Kathakali are Ramanathom, Krishnathom and
Kootiyathom, all devoted to worship of God.
Ashtapathi is a composition by Jayadeva in eight
verses in praise of Lord Krishna. This is recited
by a soloist who also plays the Idaka accom-
panied by a supporting singer who plays a pair
of light cymbals. Another instrument, usually
added to this ensemble, is the chengala and the
artist also plays the part of a supporting singer.

Thiruvathira kali is the commonest folk
dance where six to ten women dressed in Kerala
style, dance in a circle round a lamp, to a tune
which is a typical Kerala musical composition
based on religious themes or the songs of
Kathakali,

There is a horn like flute (Kuzhal) with

a sweet singing quality, closely resembling the
Shenai of North India. In Kerala, it is called

They have also their own music developed for
Chini and used by Muslims on certain occasions.

their religious and social functions. This instru-
ment has also been added to the Chendamelom

in the temples.

Today there are many musicians in Kerala
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who follow the motto of the famous American
Trumpeter, King Satchmo who said, “I sing for
the people and not for the musicians.” These

‘pop’ musicians sing Malayalam compositions in
the Ragas of the North Hindi or Southern

Carnatic systems, mostly adapted from movie
films. The modern youth attuned to ‘pop’ music
patronise music satisfying their tastes. The lovers
of the classical music encourage and patronise
the devoted teachers, artists, and the institutions

of classical music. The University of Kerala has
a Faculty of music, in the Swati Thirunal Acca-

demy, an institution commenmorating the most
illustrious musician and also a scholar of Kerala,
Swathi Thirunal, a Maharaja of Travancore, the
southern part of Kerala. There is an essay on
his significant contribution to the music of South
India by Mr. Aravind elsewhere in this Souvenir.

One notable current feature of Kerala culture
is that the arts have not been stunned by com-
munal barriers. All the communities of Kerala
have produced good musicians, who have absorbed
the spirit and techniques of the art though
primarily of Hindu origin. -

I had the opportunity of listening in Singa-
pore, to a Muslim lady singing a Hindu devo-
tional song, composed by Swati Thirunal. Jesu-

dasan, a wyoung Christian musician trained in
classical music is one of the most popular play-

This is by no means an exhaustive account
of all the music and dance forms of Kerala. There:
are many more regional music and dance forms
which are beyond the scope of this essay which

is aimed at laymen, non-Malayalee Indians and
others, whose interest in the arts of Kerala might
be kindled.




- The training of the adolescent is beset with
many problems, problems created by the very
nature of the adolescents.  Why do the adoles-
cents baffle us?

Adolescence is a period of life between
childhood and adulthood. Tt begins with puberty,
the physical beginning of manhood or woman-
hood. The average age of puberty in girls is
13 and that of boys 14, while maturity comes
between 18 and 21. There is no hard and fast
rule for these age limits.

The peculiarity of this period is that the
body grows fast, sex organs begin to develop
and function. Together with the development
of the sex organs the rest of the body begins
to develop taking the shape of the adult’s body.
The physical changes accompanying the sex
developments are rapid. The boy or girl grows
rapidly in height. The arms and the legs
lengthen, the chin and the jaws develop. The
face puts on a more mature look. While the
girls body becomes more rounded and soft, that
of the boy becomes more firm and angular. The
boy’s voice deepens, the chest develops, hair
begins to grow on the body and face. The girls
hips become broader and the breasts develop.
Sex glands develop and sex differences become
more clear cut, With the rapid growth of the
body they feel the need of more food. Still
they may feel weak or anemic. There may be
lack of balance in the body due to rapid growth.
Changes in the glands cause embarrassing acne
and pimples. Increase in muscular strength is
reflected in boys and girls by a greater interest
in athletics, particularly in competitive games.

Great as are the physical changes greater
by far are the emotinal and social changes that
take place in the adolescents. The behaviour
and general outlook of the adolescents baffle
parents and teachers. Their behaviour seems
unpredictable and largely unreasonable. They
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frequently come in to conflict with parents and
elders. The reason is that the adolescent is
neither a child nor an adult. He would not
like to give up the pleasures and protection he
enjoyed in childhood, but he will also rebel
against the authority he obeyed then. He is
drawn to the pleasures of adulthood: but is un-
willing to accept the responsibilities that go with
adulthood.

Adolescents have the strongest urge to identify
themselves with the companions of their age
group. The assumed right to choose a com-
panion of their own choice brings them in to
conflict with their parents who do not consider
them mature enough to make decisions for them-
selves. Parents are uncertain as to whether they
should treat them as children or as adults.
Adolescents rebel against this and show their
discontent in violent revolt against the rules set
up by parents and adult society. Outlandish
forms of dressing and keeping the hair, slangy
speech, fighting with others are expressions of
this revolt. The adolescents often chafe under the
discipline of the school. However they are very
much inclined to hero worship. At school the
hero worship may be centred round a teacher
or a cinema star or an athlete. This serves as
a substitute for the parents, who according to
them cannot understand their needs, Interest in
the opposite sex also grows apace and later may
develop in to happy relations or moral ruin.

Though adolescence is a period of unpredic-
table behaviour, it is also rich in the possibilities
of proper moulding. If properly moulded the
young boy or girl will turn out an asset to the
family and society at large. This moulding
however has to be done along the very characte-
ristics peculiar to the adolescents.

On whom does the responsibility of moulding
the adolescents rest? Of the three agencies that
play the role of moulders— the parents, the
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teachers, and the society at large— parents more
than other agencies have the right and obligation
to train their adolescent children to adult life.
Home is the citadel of the family and the most
fundamental institution. It is in the home that
the child the adolescent and the adult begin to
learn, practise and perfect his duties towards
God, himself and others. The parents as the
wise architects of this citadel should lead the
child and the adolescent through the difficult
art of living a truly human life at home, so
that he can carry it beyond the limits of his
family and home.

It is unfortunate that many parents cannot
afford the environments necessary for a happy
home life. Several feel that their home is built
to shelter children, to give them sufficient com-
fort and to afford them a place for eating,
sleeping, dressing and to some extent playing.
If they can supply them with regular food
sufficient in quantity and quality and beds
helpful to sleep, they feel that they have done
enough. Should the parents be working and
and have to attend to work outside beginning
at an early hour they will perhaps be satisfied
to pack off their children early to school and
‘expect them to get from school, company and
recreation. But the children will not get even
half of what they ought to get from their parents.
Children grow best at home and even the best
school with all the modern convenience, is a poor
substitute for the all round development of the
adolescents. Without the experience of a happy
home the adolescents do mnot get the necessary
training for future home life. In later life when
they have to make their own homes, the relish
they feel in doing so will be sharpened by the
memory of the happy home life they have had
as children.

How then parents should make a happy
home for their children in order to train them
properly to adulthood?  As stated early they
should be trained in line with their characteristics.
The first characteristic is rapid growth. For
this they need better and nourishing food.
According to the means available the parents
should provide them with good food. With the
growth and developments of the muscles there
is greater energy and vitality which would show
themselves in games and restless activity. Parents
should not be impatient with the boys and girls
bursting forth in all sorts of odd activities.
Rather they should telerate these and encourage
them up to the extent of joining in these activities.
Suitable hobbies that enable them to spend their
energy should be suggested by the parents.

) Another characteristic of this period is the
instinct to imitate. Boys and girls learn much

o )
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by imitation. The first ones they imitate are the
parents. With the tendency to hero worship
prevalent during adolescence they make heroes
of their parents, or teachers or some person of
eminence. This craving for hero worship can be
directed along the right channels, if the parents
and teachers can become the heroes worthy of
admiration and emulation. It is from the parents
and teachers that most of the children learn their
life habits. Should the parents present to-children
in their impressionable age, examples unworthy
of the better type of human beings what misery
would result in the long run? In a home where
mutual love between parents does not exist,
quarrels and fighting are common, drunkenness,
immorality and the use of vulgar language are
tolerated, idle gossip, dishonesty in mutual deal-
ings and unjust treatment of neighbours are rife
what encouragement will the children get to
order their natural instincts and lead a well
ordered life? If concern for the welfare and
happiness for the member of the family be.absent
in the home how can the child develop unselfish
habits and concern for others? When religious
life and religious practices are absent from home,
how can the child learn to be God fearing and
appreciate the tenets of his religion? No doubt
a good school with teachers who can serve as

models can be a substitute; but it will be a poor

substitute.

Adolescents have the innate craving for self
determination. Parents should take this in to
consideration and create for them suitable occa-
sions. All of us like to share responsibility in
an enterprise of which we are a part. The first

important, Children like to speak of my team,
by book, my house.
ful in one’s home. The child should be made
to share the responsibility of running the home.

The parents home becomes his home. If he has

1o share in the management of the house he will,

consider himself a boarder in the family. He
will have no sense of achievement. A particular
section of the house management might be given
to a boy and another to a girl. It would be
good to give a premium to jobs undertaken with
diligence and care. This will give greater in-
terest to the work. Due praise for things well
done will be an incitement to do better. Criti-
cism of misbehaviour and punishment should ‘be
rarer and if done, never in public so as not
to make them feel small in the presence of others.

Adolescents bubbling with enthusiasm .and
energy find an outlet to them in recreation and
amusement. They may laugh out right, play
with furniture, knock things about and may dis-

turb the peaceful atmosphere of the home.

This should become meaning-,



Parents and elders should learn to understand
them and tolerate them. It would be very un-

wise on the part of the father to thunder out
“silence” in the midst of some uneasy occupation

or for the mother to shout and say that the
father does not like to be disturbed in his work.
This kills all initiative and throws a wet blanket
on all enthusiasm. It often happens that the
boy or girl narrates some incident that happened
at school or may speak of his or her achievement
in sports field. If the parents pay no attention
to such recitals and ask them to shut up on the
plea that they are not interested, it would be
very unfortunate. Parents should share in the
fun of their children. The home is the centre
of fun. It is the place where laughter and love
come easily, Real love for children will turn
the childish fun of the children a matter for
amusement even to serious type of parents

Adolescents love to associate with others
of their age and character. This develops in
to friendship with the accompanying visits to
each other in their own families. It may happen

that a boy brings home his friend or a girl hers.
Parents should not treat them as brash intruders
and send them away humiliated. When a boy
or a girl suggests that he or she should imvite
a friend to a birthday party or a family feast
he or she should have the assurance that they
would be welcomed and not merely tolerated
with a sulky face by the parents. It may happen

that a boy or a girl brings a friend of the
opposite sex. Even the guest must find welcome.

The parents should study the person brought
and judge for themselves the suitability of that
friendship. Else they will find a street corner
or a hotel a better place for meeting.

It is not easy for parents chiefly under fast
changing conditions to adjust themselves to the
changing morals of their children. But one
thing is certain that unless the parents take more
conscious interest in the training of children
at home and guide them by example and word
they are likely to regret it in later life. That
will be too late. Let them provide a happy

home for their children and the leadership for
the same rests with the mother and father.
