My
two knights in shinning armour sprang into
action. They held newspapers up to shield me (or
was it the interior of the car?) from the rain. Well
and good, except that all the way from the airport
to the hotel, I never got to see Madras!

visitors and not the other way round. And here I
was, all through the journey, worrying about
myself! On one of the farm visits, when I caught
the flu, I wasn't even allowed near the poutlry
houses, lest the birds caught my "disease”. Talk
about the sympathy for the sick and weary
traveller!

In the Philippines, I remember jaywalking
with friends on a street in Baguio, only to be
stopped by a traffic cop. We tried to pull our
"touristroutine" claiming we were ignorant of the
rules but did not get far. This cop had been to
Singapore and he knew our rules! Who were we
trying to kid? I guess we left our Singaporean
manners and training behind when we boarded
that plane to the Philippines. Luckily for us, we
got off with only a stern warning.

Inthe U K., we were quite adventurous. While
visiting friends in Yorshire, they suggested that
we take their car to the Lake District. After all, my
friend was an experienced driver, having driven
in the U.S. all her life, and more recently, having
driven a 15-seater bus. I volunteered to steer her
through the three hour journey with my
professional navigating. The car was a disaster
from the start (T seem to have crazy experiences
with cars!). It wouldn't budge. We tried pushing
and shoving, even talking to it. No good. Finally,
a friend had to come over with a cable to "jump
start" the car (did I mention that Ididn'tknow very
much about cars?). The cable did the trick and we
were soon on our way. There wasn't much
navigating o do as it was a straight road, so [
decided to sit back and enjoy the ride.

Five minutes into the M1 and we saw a traffic
cop through the rear view mirror, performing
some interesting stunts. Riding with one hand -

really, what a show off! Not long after, we heard
a siren. We looked again, he came up beside us
and told us to pull over. What did he want? "Do
you want to get yourselves killed?" he yelled at
us. He asked my friend for her driving licence and
asked if we had ever driven on their motorways?
My friend said no, but ...... He cut us off. Whose
car were we driving? That's when I realized that
the car didn't have any insurance. But he didn't
ask. We were still wondering why this intruder
was holding us up. "We didn't do anything wrong,"
my friend went on. "We were driving slowly,
within limits," she said. "Oh, yeah, you're driving
way oo slow on the fast lane!" he yelled back.
Lady drivers - that must have been on his mind!
But my friend was a seasoned traveller and had
driven in numerous citics around the world.
‘Wonder how she did it? Anyway, the cop briefed
us on the speed limits and told us to stay off the

.rightlane if we intended driving the way we were.

And then he let us go. We decided to stay on the
right was really glad to be able to drive without
our new found speed. It was totally new feeling.
The cop followed us for a while and left us when
he was fully satisfied that his driving lessons
didn't go to waste. We made it to the Lake District
in two hours and twenty minutes - not bad!

My journey to the U.S. was another learning
experience. On my trip to Anacortes, off Seattle,
we took a drive to some cliffs to get a view of the
Pacific Ocean.

Oh well - could have been
worse!

Australia was fun. I got to ride on a horse for
the first time ona two-hour, back breaking hourney
through the bushes. My horse, Sally, was weird.
Sometimes, she would stop for no reason and not
move. You could kick and whip her all you liked
- well, maybe I didn't do it hard enough. All the
trainer had to do was give her a yell and she
moved. It wasn'{ unusual for both Sally and I to be
last on the trail. Except on the way home. She
knew the way and galloped at full speed (maybe
she wanted me off her back!). I screamed and
screamed at not being able to control her, but this
seemed to only want to make her go faster. I tried
reverse psychology - no dice, Sally wouldn't go
for it till the trainer told her to slow down. What
aride! I still remember the pain.

Also, in Australia, I got to learn bush dancing.
This was held somewhere in the boonies, at night.
As soon as we got there, we staked claim among
some logs and planted ourselves comfortably on
some blankets we had brought. Then, it was off to
the center for some serious bush dancing. Since
we needed four couples and only had three, we
had to invite another couple to join the group. The
man was quite sturdy, his girlfriend, rather sweet
and quiet. We were given instructions on the
steps. There were over 300 hundred people in the
dance area. The band started playing and we went
through the motions. Guys on one side, girls on
the other. Criss-crossing, we soon found out that
the Aussie stranger in our midst was quite arobust
dancer. He would practically throw us girls back,
supposedly to our positions, so much so, that my
friend ended in the midst of another group, dazed.
We had to drag her back into the group tokeep up
with the steps. I practically kit a wall of people.
His girlfriend kept warning him that he was going
to hurt somebody, but he didn't seem to care. The
next girl he threw was our Aussie friend and she
fell. Her husband wasn't goging to stand for it, but

we sort of, had to pull him back (we didn't have to
try too hard). On with the dancing. It was quite an
expericnce. With the horseback riding the previous
day, my whole body just wanted to drop down
and die. But it was fun while it lasted.

Can't seem to think very much of my Malysian
tripto Langkawi and Cameren Highlands, except
these people who are practically our neighbours,
seem quite different from us. They work at a
slower pace, so much so that you find yourself
talking and moving slowly as well. In Langkawi,
I learned to play volleyball, something I had
never done before even in SIngapore. I wonder
why? It was great fun till the ball landed on my
head (only once!). After that, I didn't seem to get
much opportunity with the ball. I guess the guys
were just trying to spare me from another blow to
the head!

Well, I've come to the end of my travel diary.
1 had to keep reminding myself that I was writing
an article and not a book. For all you would-be
travellers, let me just say this. Travel, itself, is a
great experience. You get to meet so many
different kinds of people and experience the
difference aspects of culture. There's no betier
way to learn and grow, this I guarantee you. Some
of the things that happen to you can be pleasant,
and others, not so pleasant. The pleasant things
will, not doubt, be embedded in your memory, the
not so pleasant, well, you'll just have to laugh it
off - it's just the other side of life.

Do they not soothe
calm, lull the soul with their melodies, their
harmonious notes, clear asdroplets of fresh water,
which quiver on the heartstrings? Do they not
elevate the pain, the anguish and the sorrow of a
material world, and take us on the wing to a
golden land, a land of joy, sunshine and beauty?

And who does not surrender to the lilting
music of the spheres? The stars twinkling in
silvery radiance in a velvet sky, the soft moon
glimmering amidst the dark tops of trees in solitary
grandeur, the golden rays of the setting sun? Isn't
there music in the cascading of a rivulet, in the
gushing, swirling whirls of water falling over
craggy precipices to a crescendo of finale below,
in the foaming frolicking waves on the golden
sands?

To be sure, all sweetness with some sorrow is
fraughtand all idealism carries under the shade of
its wing the gloom of disillusionment, but is not
happiness made sweeter by the pain of anguish?
Does not the sharpness of the wind across your
cheeks whip the rosiness into it because of its
sting? The pinnacle attained would not be

memorable had the ascent been easy, the crags,

the precipices, the bare slimy rocks, the sheer
drop below, the mere thought of which makes you
faint with apprehension, all accentuate your vic-
tory? In such manner there will be gaps in friend-
ship, a hurting, passionate regurgitating of feel-
ings. There is sometimes a cautious withdrawal
into one's own hole, from whence one looks
warily, conceals one's true emotions. But time is
clever, time is subtle, time overlooks the porcu-
pine quills of anxiety and overcomes the uneasy
moments of disillusionment and there is a re-
newal of warmth made all the more poignant by
the tide of emotion which swamps out all irrele-
vancies and is congnizant only of sincerity and
truth.

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| A SAINT WITH A

DIFFERENCE

(Former Governor of Gujarat)

Ours is an ancient land. It has a rich cultural
heritage. Animportant partof this heritage consists
in the teachings of a large number of saints, seers
and great men who have hallowed this country by
their lives through centuries. From very early
times of Yagnavalkya and Vyasa to our own
century, when we had great men like Shri
Ramakrishna, Shri Aurobindo, Shri Ramana
Maharshi, Tagore and Gandhi, the illustrious line
has remained almost unbroken.

Shri Narayana belongs to the group of great
men and saints who have lived in this country in
the last hundred year or so. Though Shri Naray-
ana was in a community then treated as Avarnas,
he inherited from his parents a love for learning
and yearning for truth. This made him study
Sanskrit, Malayalam, and even Tamil with great
zest, acquire knowledge of scriptures and com-
parative religions and become an Asaan, ateacher.
His thirst for the experience of Reality could not
be quenched with worldly learning alone. As a
result he left home and moved from place to place
living a life of seclusion and divine mediation.
When he was forty, Shri Narayana returned to the

world with a vision of Truth and a philosophy of
life that were to have an enduring impact on the
life of the people in Kerala.

Although Shri Narayana's philosophical
preachings can be considered on a par with those
of other saints, he was a saint with a difference.
He was not content with guiding peoplein matters
spiritual. He had seen and known the ills and evils
that afflicted the people of his times and he
wanted to heal the society, to strengthen it so that
men were able to live not only a higher life of the
spirit but a better life in the world, this approach
gave Shri Narayana's teachings an unmistakable
socio-economic biat. Hence it is that along with
the consecration of anumber of templesin Kerala,
which are unique in terms of their idols as well as
people to open schools for the spread of literacy '
the ideals they enshrined he also encouraged and
advised them to start indusiries for their over all
betterment.

In fact, Shri Narayana's life can be looked
upon as that of a social crusader. He wanted the
society to be free from unjust caste distinctions
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and superstitious beliefs and practices. He was a
staunch believer in the oneness of mankind. In the
very first Shiva temple he consecrated at
Aruvippuram, he got the following lines inscribed:

This is the model centre

‘Where all live in brotherhood,

Free from caste distinctions

And religius animosities.

This was the message he gave to the world,
and his whole life was a glowing example of this
lofty ideal of universal brotherhood. The S.N.D.P.
Yogam, which was established later with his
blessings, did not bear any caste name. However,
subsequently it came to be identified by people as
belonging to a particular community. That led
him to declare, towards the end of his life, 'We
want an organisation of all human beings'. In a
message given out in 1915 he clarified: Tt is
several years since I discarded religious and caste
differences. Still [ understand that people of some
castes think that I belong to their group. There is
thus among people a wrong idea about me, which
is contrary to facts. I do not belong to any caste or
toanyreligion. Moreover, it i; stipulated thatonly
people who think on these lines are admitted to the
Adwaita Ashram, and in future also it will so. I
publish this fact for the information ofthe general
public.

It is this insistence on the essential unity of
men which gives Shri Narayana's philosophy a
distinct character. He was a believer in the Ad-
waita philosophy of Shri Sankara. He called his
Ashram Adwaita Ashram. Butunlike Sankara, he
did not subscribe to any belief in Varnashrama.
Vamas, according to him, militated against the
very spirit of the vision of oneness of human
beings. He in fact, wanted men to be free from any
consciousness of differences or separations among
themselves, whether based on caste, religion or
socio-economic status. He wanted all men to
come together and live like brothers, as they
strive for their betterment in the world or seek
spiritual salvation.

The contemporary relevance of Shri
Narayana's teachings can hardly be missed.
Although his life and work were instrumental in
bringing about a big transformation in the lives of
the people of Kerala, and to a certain extent, even
those of the neighbouring areas, our scoiety will
remain riddled with barriers that divide men and
subject certain sections to unjust and inhuman-
treatment, People still continue to be victims of
irrational customs and conventions. All these will
have to be eradicated, if the country is to realise
its cherished goal of a truly democratic, secular
and egalitarian society. We therefore need to take
all measures that will help to spread the message
of Shri Narayana among the largest number of

people.

Shri Narayana wanted people to live a clean
and pious life. He wanted untouchability to go.
He particuarly wanted those who suffered from
socio-economic disabilities organise and
strengthen themselves and to get education and
become free. These were the purposes for which
temples were conserated, schools were started
and the SN.D.P. Yogam was formed.

Shri Narayana's disciples have been doing
many activities for the realisation of his noble
ideas. However, the main burden of his message
was the creation of anew society where all human
beings live together as equals. That is why he
stressed the idea of forming an association of
people without any distinctions of class, caste,
religion, language or region. This idea has re-
mained unfilled so far. Shri Narayana Cultural
Mission was founded to give hope to this vision
of Shri Narayana's by disseminating his teach-
ings among the people and by undertaking vari- .
ous activities conducive towards the creation of
asociety of his dreams. When the Hebbal Branch
of the Mission completes one year, we should
rededicate ourselves to the pursuit of these
laudable goals and pray that the Mission grows
from strength to strength.

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This secret aspect of martial art is one in
which even a light touch at the proper nerve
centre can cause devastating internal injuries,
even resulting quite often in death, without even
the slightest external mark. Only the practitioner
knows the exact location of the vital point to be
touched, and the power and the velocity of the
movement culminating in the touch. It is also
within the power of the practitioner of this art, to
revive the victim after he has been subdued, since
it is part of his training to know the reversal
proceudres. A timely touch, a slap at the
appropritate point, or quite often a gentle blow at
quite another point easily revives the fallen person
who, otherwise would certainly die. In some
cases, the reversal process is assisted by a few
drops of juice squeezed out of certain fresh leaves,
and herbs. Initially, in the course of practice
sessions, animals like goats, sheepetc, are used as
. victims.

Asinthe case of the main art of Kalaripayattu,
there is difference in content in Marma Adi also
between the northern and southern styles. In the
southern version, they take into account as many
as one hundred and eight vital centres; ten are
common to all the practitioners of this deadly art,
but two vary from teacher to teacher. A strike at
a particular nerve centre leads to immense and
excruciating pain, resulting in unconciousness
and sometimes even to death. The depth of the
coma and whether it should lead to death ulti-
mately, is in the hands of the practitioner and
depends on the strength of the blow. Since the
decision is totally in the hands ofthe practitioner,
greater importance is given to the art of revival.
When a Master teaches his pupil the strokes, it is
his duty to teach him simultaneously the art of
revival also, lest the incomplete knowledge lead
tofatal consequences. Theremaining nerve centres
are categorized as minor centres which mainly
cause temporary paralysis of the area and which
can be reversed at will by the practitioner.

Full details of this art of Marmam have been
provided in the ancient texts known as "Marma

Sutras" (The Science of Marma). These works

deal with three main aspect viz:

1. Location of the nerve centres to be struck,

2. The effect of the strike and,

3. Thenervecentres thatneed to be stimulated to
revive the victim.

According to this work, the following are the

twelve major nerve centres:

1. THILAKA MARMAM: (Forehead Point)

This centre lies between the eyes, about half
a centimetre below the eye-brow. A strike at
this pointinvariably resultsin profuse bleeding
and certain death. Typical symptoms are the
turning up of the eyeball and mouth hanging
open. If death is to be averted the victim has
to be treated for reversal within the hour.

2. NATCHATHIRA MARMAM (Star -Point)
These points lie at the corner of the eyes, just
below the temple. By striking at this point, the
person becomes pale, he sweats prufusely, he
has a fixed stare and the back and sides of the
body startbecoming cold. He has toberevived
within seven hours if he is be saved from
death.

3. SEVIKUTHU MARMAM: (Ear Point)

This point is located between the ear and the
side-lock. When struck at this point, the
victim's eyes bulge and his mouth hangsopen.
He has to be revived within the hour if he is
to survive.

4. PIDARI MARMAM: (Nape Point)

This is a most critical point located at the
centre of the nape of the neck. If struck
forcibily, unconsciousness immediately sets
in, with the eyes closing and the head drooping.
He has to be revived within four hours.

5. NER MARMAM: (Frontal Point)

This pointlies at the centre of the chest, at the
base of the sternum. (Solar plexux). When hit,
the person buckles, sweats profusely, and the
body becomes cold to the touch. He starts
coughing and spitting blood. Revival has to
be carried out in about five hours.
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6. THUMMA MARMAM: (Neck Point)
This sensitive point is located at the base of
the Adams Apple. When struck at this point,
his body starts trembling, eyes and nose,
water profusely and his face darkens, and
becomes suffused. He hasto berevived within
- three hours.
Though there are twelve such major nerve centres,
only half the number have been mentioned in
detail since these descriptions are mainly meant
to be indicative rather than exhaustive. Since
these strokes cannot be learnt from written word
without the benefit of expert instruction, a mere
description of the various Marmam points would
be purely an academic exercise.

For the same reason, out of the ninety-six
minor nerve centres listed in the original work on
this subject, two are briefly referred to mainly to
give an idea of their nature. These minor centres
areknown as "ThoduMarman" or "Touch Points"
as against the stroke points of the major variety.
1. KAVALI MARMAM: (Finger Point)

This point lies at the back of the palm at the

junction of the thumb and the index finger on

either hand. Pressure at this point results in

immense pain. The pain will continue for a

number of days unless the place is massaged

in a special way using certain herbal oils.
2. KANNU MARMAM: (Eye Point)

This point lies just below the centre of each

eye-brow. A sharp touch at this point will

make the eye-balls protrude. There will be
excruciating pain along with trembling of the
limbs. The process can be reversed only
through massage using an infusion made out
of certain special herbs.

This secret-art of Marmam Adi found in
Kalaraipayattu is clear evidence of the depth and
antiquity of this whole range of arts and it brings
it into line with the most esoteric of its Chinese
and Japanese counterparts, which also contain
similar secret knowledge of a deadly nature.
Researchers who have compared the locations of

the vital spots revealed in ancient texts with the
locations described in Chinese and Japanese
systems have found a high degree of similarity.
As mentioned earlier, the system of revival and
reversal of the effect of such strokes and pres-
sures is a subject in itself, considered more
important than the main subject. This is known as
the "ADANGAL" system. It is generally ac-
cepted that a minimum period of twelve years as
necessary for a pupil to learn this entire art from
his master.

An extension of this subject is the art of
treating various ailments using the Marmam
techiques. There is a theory mentioned in the
ancient books on the subject of Marmam that
certain aiilments like tuberculosis, Mydrocele,
bronchial asthma, migraine, chronic arthritis,
rheumatoid arthritis, hemiplegia and the like may
have beencaused by unconscious pressures having
been applied at some of the vital nerve centres
whileapersonisgrowing up. Treatises are specific
that if one gets struck at the medial end of the
spine, at the scapula, there is every possibility of
his getting infected with tuberculosis within four
hundred days. Similarly, a hit in the supra-sternal
notch may result in hydrocele in about year. A hit
atthe tenthrib in the mid-axiliary line suffered by
apregnant woman could resultin hydrocele if the -
child born later is a male and sterility if the child
is a female. It is therefore felt by experts in this
field that most of these ailments can be set right
by the proper application of the reversal tech-
niques learnt through the art of Marmam. The
medical aspect of Marma also envisages the pres-
ence of 108 important nerve centres for men and
107 for women, though in all a list of 150 points
is mentioned. With the number of masters of this
art decreasing partly due to the secrecy element
and the selectivity aspectofthe training, and partly
due to a general neglect of ancient arts, there are
just about a handful of masters who still practice
this art as an aspect of medicine and treatment of
various types of ailments.
